According to the Floyd Hill Area Property Owners’ Association by-laws, “The purpose of this organization is to take a proactive interest in the welfare, education, and civic matters of the property owners and residents…”  

During 2010, your association worked very hard to support this purpose. Issues addressed in 2010 include:

· Creation of a Community Wildfire Protection Plan to include specific wildfire mitigation plans and secondary egress routes explored through CWPP process.

· Mountain Pine Beetle mitigation through continued slash removal, spraying and thinning.
· Continued relationship development with Clear Creek County’s Fire Authority, Site Development Committee, and Recreation District as well as Evergreen Fire District, CO Forest Service & Southern Rockies Conservation Alliance.
· Continued focus on the Be Aware, Drive With Care and reinstating of the Neighborhood Watch Program.

Our driving behaviors go a long way towards creating a positive and safe environment on Floyd Hill for pedestrians, animals, other drivers, our passengers, and ourselves. Observing the speed limit, stop signs, buckling up – simply being courteous to others - go a long way towards creating safe roadways for the benefit of everyone.   

Neighborhood speed limits are designed to help preserve life and the relationships that matter to each of us; those with our family and friends. None of us wants to receive a phone call informing us of a tragic death or injury of a loved one. Similarly, we do not want to be behind the wheel as the cause of a tragedy due to risky and unsafe driving behaviors.

MAKE THE COMMON GOOD AND R0ADWAY SAFETY A PRIORITY ON FLOYD HILL BY EMPOWERING RESIDENTS TO PROACTIVELY TAKE RESPONSIBILITY FOR THEIR DRIVING BEHAVIOR AND THOSE OF THEIR NEIGHBORS.

The Floyd Hill HOA has adopted a safe driving campaign called, Be Aware! Drive With Care™

1)  Don’t let the 2 minutes you ‘save’ be the last 2 minutes of someone’s life.
Check your speed and remember speed limits in the neighborhood average 20 MPH.   

2)  Its not a race create space.  *In 2006, 1.8m rear-end collisions occurred on America’s roadways.  Learn and practice space management skills whenever you are behind the wheel.

3)  Slow down and be considerate of pedestrians.  *4,327 pedestrians died while walking in neighborhoods or crossing streets in 2005.  500 of these deaths were children under 14 years old. 
4)  Remind your visitors of the posted speed limits – it is often delivery drivers and visitors who don’t realize the speed limits and poor driving conditions on the hill.
